
INVITATION workshop 04.06.2010
Towards a review of the Thematic Strategy on the prevention and recycling of Waste & the Thematic Strategy on the sustainable use of Natural Resources
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Context

Both the Thematic Strategy on the prevention and recycling of Waste (“Waste Strategy”) and the Thematic Strategy on the sustainable use of Natural Resources (“Resources Strategy”) will be reviewed in 2010 by the European Commission.
The reviews will be highly important for the future BE-presidency (possibly Council Conclusions end 2010 on these and related issues). Sustainable use of natural resources and the revision of the Waste Strategy form also part of the program of the Trio Presidency (Spain, Belgium, Hungary). That is why Belgium is organizing two expert workshops, with the attendance of the European Commission. The themes of the 2 workshops are chosen so as to encourage the links between the 2 thematic strategies and to try to incorporate the “ life cycle thinking”-approach. It is also worth mentioning that the theme of the Informal Environment Council (12-13 July 2010) will be “Sustainable materials management”  and that the Flemish Region will also organize during BE Presidency (from 25 to 27 October 2010) the “Global OECD Forum on the Environment, focusing on Sustainable Materials Management”.  

The first workshop took place on the 15th of March 2010. Experts, stakeholders and delegates from different Member States had an interesting exchange of views and experiences with representatives of the European Commission on how to promote dematerialisation at EU level.

The second workshop will take place on the 4th of June 2010 and will be organised by the Brussels Region (Bruxelles Environnement) and the Association of Cities and Regions for Recycling and sustainable Resource management (ACR+), with the attendance of the European Commission.
